(3) replacing the Civic Addressing Bylaw with a revised Bylaw which clarifies requirements and
incorporates the Policy for Naming Roads;

(4) adoption of a Fees Policy; and

(5) amending the designation on the Generalized Future Land Use Map from “Residential” to “College
Road Comprehensive Development District” for two properties on College Road owned by Gladys M
Manning Inc. (PID # 45051588 and PID # 45358868) to correct an error on the map.
